Voluntary membership dues of $25 are now being accepted.  Funds are used for donations to various causes, advertising, etc.

Guest Presentation : Mayor Mike Morris (City of Clovis) Nov.2 is the date for the Curry County Elections. There will be a question for the citizens of Clovis, regarding “Local Economic Development Funding” (LEDA) – it used to be reserved for Industry, but it would be good to open it up for “Retail”, which is defined as “a business that is primarily engaged in the Sale of Goods”.  The Chamber of Commerce is universally in favor. Bringing in some more large businesses would help to keep money local instead of going to Lubbock and other places.  
The Clovis Industrial CIDC would identify prospective projects, which would go before an Economic Incentives Board. Recommendations would then go to the City Commission. The aim is to help businesses which are not well represented at present. No businesses are currently under consideration, but there are some outside businesses, such as national-chain restaurants which are interested in coming in.
