(iuxtā = nearby;  praedium -ī (n) - estate, piece of land;  fōns fontis (m)= fountain, spring (of water) (in this case, a well  hauriō, -īre, -sī, istum = to draw (water))

B.  Wheelock, cāput XXV, paginae 164-167 - Indirect Statements

Remember, an Indirect statement in Latin takes the form


"Quintus thought Claudius to be a liar"      = "Quintus thought him to be a liar"

"Claudius to be a liar" is the object of the verb, so "Claudius" would go in the accusative. 


"The teacher said the students to have been good." = "the teacher said them to have been good"

   "the students to have been good" is the object of the verb, so "students" would go in the accusative.


"The student promised him(self) to will be doing (to be about to do) the homework"

We do not translate such sentences literally, word-for-word, but must re-phrase them, eg.


"Quintus thought that Claudius was a liar"  

"The teacher said that the students had been good"

"The student promised that he would do the homework."

Notice also how the English tense changes from that used by the Latin.
