Cyrus had not been born yet. He was born ca.600 BC, and founded the Achaemenid dynasty of Persia in 550 BC, and conquered Babylon in 539 BC. Cyrus was a Zoroastrian – a believer in one “Good God” (Ahura-Mazda) who is fighting one evil spirit (Angra Mainyu). He probably regarded the gods of other nations as lesser spirits who might be persuaded to join the battle on the side of Ahura Mazda, so he allowed the nations who had been deported by the Assyrians and Babylonians to return to their homelands and resume the worship of their gods. Consequently he allowed the Jews to return to Jerusalem and start rebuilding the Temple there.
