NOTE – the Textbook is inaccurate when it refers (page 482) to Seleucus as “Ptolemy’s one-time general”. Seleucus and Ptolemy were both on a fairly equal standing as officers of Alexander the Great’s army, although in one later campaign Seleucus did serve under Ptolemy.  When Alexander died, his empire fell apart, and his generals fought one another for who got the most. The wars went on for years, and several of the contestants were killed, including all of Alexander’s family. There were four main survivors – Ptolemy (who grabbed Egypt), Seleucus (who grabbed Syria and the lands to the north of Israel.  Seleucus also grabbed what is now Iraq and Afghanistan, but wasn’t able to hold them. Lysimachus grabbed Thrace and part of Asia Minor (what is now Turkey), and Cassander grabbed Greece and Macedonia.  Ptolemy grabbed Alexander’s body, and took it to Alexandria (in Egypt) for the funeral.
